Paul to the Galatians. {Gal 2,16-20)
Brethren: We know that a person is not justified by works of the law but th roeigh
faith in Jesus Christ, even we have believed in Christ Jesus that we may be justified
by faith in Christ and not by works of the law, because by works of the law, no one
will be justified. But if, in seeking to be justified in Christ, we ourselves are found fo
be sinners, is Christ then a minister of sin?

For
through the law | died to the law, that | might live for God. | have been crucified with
Christ; yet | live, no longer I, but Christ lives in me: insofar as | now live in the flesh,

Gospel:(Lk 8,26-39) TWENTY-THIRD SUNDAY AFTER PENTECOST

At that time, Jesus came to the termitory of the Gerasenes, which is opposite Galilee. When
he came ashore a man from the town who was possessed by demons met him. For a long
time he had not womn clothes; he did not live in a house, but lived among the tombs. When
he saw Jesus, he cried out and fell down before him: in a loud voice he shouted, “What
have you to do with me, Jesus, son of the Most High God? | beg you, do not torment me!”
For he had ordered the unclean spirit to come out of the man. (It had taken hold of him
many times, and he used to be bound with chains and shackles as a restraint, but he would
break his bonds and be driven by the demon into deserted places.) Then Jesus asked him,
"What is your name?” He replied, "Legion,” because many demons had entered him. And
they pleaded with him not to order them to depart to the abyss.

A herd of many swine was feeding there on the hillside, and they pleaded with him to allow
them to enter those swine; and he let them. The demons came out of the man and entered
the swine, and the herd rushed down the stesp bank into the lake

and was drowned. When the swineherds saw what had happened, they ran away and
reported the incident in the town and throughout the countryside. People came out to see
what had happened and, when they approached Jesus, they discovered

the man from whom the demons had come out sitting at his feet. He was clothed and in his
right mind, and they were seized with fear. Those who witnessed it told them how the
possessed man had been saved. The entire population of the region of the Gerasenes
asked Jesus to leave them because they were seized with great fear. So he got into a boat
and returned. The man from whom the demeons had come out begged to remain with him,
but he sent him away, saying, "Return home and

recount what God has done for you.” The man went off and prociaimed throughout the
whole town what Jesus had done for him.



WHAT DID 5T. PAUL MEAN when he wrote, I have been crucified with Christ: it is no
longer { who live, but Chist fives in me” (Galatians 2;20)7 How was he crucified with
Christ? In the sacramental sense, he was “crucified” the same way we were: through
baptism. In this mystery the death and resurrection of Christ are mystically represented.
We are buried in Christ when we are immersed (buried) in the water of Baptism. We are
resurrected with Him when we are raised up out of the font. This is not simply an sttempt to
paint a picture of Christ's burial and resurrection. These events, like the incamation, the
ascension and all the mysteries of Christ's work for us are neither abstract ideas nor even
moments from the past. They are, to be sure, historical events which happened once in
time, but which possess all the power of eternity. Their effect exists in “God's time,” which
is not limited to our earthly limitations of space or the passage of days. Through the holy
mysteries/sacraments — especially Baptism and the Eucharist — we are able fo connect
with the saving events of God becoming human. We do not simply think about them as
past, we unite with them as ever-present in what they have accomplished: our union with
God in Jesus Christ. In Acts 9 we read that Paul was baptized in Damascus by Ananias
three days after his life-changing encounter with Christ. His attachment to the Law of
Moses died as a result of that encounter. He had always been a religious man, but until
that time his religious energy was focused on keeping the precepts of the Torah. Pauls
reliance on the Law died when he encountered Christ. His energy was now focused on
preaching Christ crucified and risen as the way to God for all, Jew and Gentile. As he wrote
in Galatians 2:18, "For [ through the law died to the law that | miglt live fo God.” but Paul
did not simply say, "My refiance on the Law has been crucified” but that “/ heve been
crucified.. it is no fonger I who live.” In this he seems to be responding to the call of Christ
recorded in the Gospels: “If anyone desires fo come after Me, iet him deny himself, and
take up his cross, and follow Ma” (Matthew 16:24). A follower of Christ, then, should be
prepared to imitate the Master's way of life. Paul depicts the Lord's fundamental act of self-
tdenial, the incamnation, as setling a pattern for our life. "Let this mind be in you which was
aiso in Christ Jesus, who, being in the form of God, did not consider i robbery to be equal
with God, but made Himself of no reputation, taking the form of a bondservant, and coming
in the likeness of men” (Philippians 2:5-7). Paul lived in imitation of this as he went about
the Roman Empire preaching Christ but assuring his own livelihood so that he would not
seem to be in the preaching business. Serving others in the spirit of Christ was quickly
seen as an important, perhaps the primary, way of letting Christ live in the believer. The
image of Christ washing His disciples’ feet was imitated liturgically in Christian history and
i5 practiced in ail the aposiolic Churches to this day. The head of the community (bishop,
abbot, pastor) washes the fest of those he serves as a reminder that all leadership in the
Church should be viewed as humble sarvice,

“The spiritual warfare began, and with it watchfulness over oncself, sharpening af spiritaal sight, feaching
oneself uninterrupted secrel prayer and invocation of the all-saving Name of Christ. “Tn this warfare I have
came fo know the immensity of God's long-suffering to us; for He alone knows all the infirmity of our
mature... He has surrounded and continued to surround me everyday with the joys of safvation from sin in
peace and expansion of the hewrs. The divine mercy which I have experienced and the perpetual to me
wcarnesy of the Lord confinm me in the kope of my ofernal safvation and in that of those who follow and
hear e, St Johin of Kronstadt

Saint Anastasia of Rome

According to legend, the Haly Martyr Anas-
tasia was born in 281 AD. in Rome to a very
wealthy family. Her father Prerestatus was a Sen-
ator. Fer mother Fausta was Christian. However,
during thess times to be a Christian could mean
giving up your Life. With this in mind, Fausra
baptized her daughter in secret and chose Chrys-
ogonus, 2 Christian gentleman, as her mror. As
a voung girl she visited the catacombs with him
and began to develop her Christian identiny, Ina
strange twist of fare, Anastasia would later marry
Publis, a pagran, who prohibited her from help-
mg the poor and Christian people persecuted in
Rome. However, her husband died during a vio-
lent storm. After his passing, Arstasia was nor
able once sgain to practice freely her Christian
charity:

After her mentor Chrysogonus was ammested
and martvred, she moved to Sirmio which was
the capital of North Illyria, in Orient. There she

carried out her acts of churity and helped the
Christian prisoners endure their sufferings, cur-
ing their sores and injurics and bringing rhem
food. She used to pay the jailers in order to carry
out her merciful service.

Later on, Anastasia was discovered and ac-
cused in front of the Prefect Probus. Te inces-
rogated her bur failed to make her renounce her
Christian eliefs, so he shackled her by her feet
for one month and then had her placed on a dam-
agred ship, along other people convicted 1o death,
in order to drown therm. But the ship dido’t sink
and finally tame to rest on the shores of Palmaria
Island, where all the survivors whe by then had
comverted 1o the Christian belief, were killed.

-Anastasia, after being crucified on four poles, was
burned and subsequently beheaded. Her remains
were gathered by a wornan, Apolonia, whe buried
them in a vineyard in 304.
