CHEESEFARE SUNDAY

The original fasting for Lent required the fasting from all meat and dairy products
during the 40 day preparation for the Resurrection. Thus Meat Fare Sunday was
the last day that meat was eaten, and Cheesfare Sunday , the last day foreating
diary products. On this Sunday we identify with Adam and Eve, and forgive each
other in order to obtain forgiveness from God, typically in the Forgiveness Service
which we will celebrate this aftermoon. During the service the vestments and altar
covers are changed to solemn Lenten colors to reflect a penitential mood. At the
end of the service comes the ceremony of Mutual Forgiveness. During this
ceremony all the people present one by one ask forgiveness of one ancther that
the Great Fast may begin in a spirit of peace. During the ceremony the choir chants
the verse from the Canon of Pascha(Easter) reminding us that this is our spiritual
spring: we are renewed through our actions of repentance to approach new life in
the Resumection.

The forty days of Great Lent last from Clean Monday until Friday of the sixth week.
The first week of the Great lent starts on Clean Monday. The name “Clean Week”
refers to the spiritual cleansing which the faithful are encouraged to undergo
through fasting, prayer, repentance, reception of Holy Communion at Presanctified
and begging forgiveness of one’s neighbor. We fast on Wednesday's and Fridays
Or can follow the tradition of abstaining all of Lent.

How do we proceed in our preparation? We must prioritize our value system.
God comes first and everything and everyone else follows in t heir proper place. it
is a time when we give more attention to our soul. It is time to give our soul egual
ftime with the body:

We spend more time in private prayer. Jesus tells us to “repent” : Change our
moind, change our ways, change our direction in life.” Starting over through a right
preparation

We become selective in our diet Becoming vegetarian for several weeks can be
good for our body. Spiritually we remind ourselves that man does not live by bread
alone. In other words we give more time to the nourishing of our souls.

We increase our good works. Qur calling in life is to be like the Master who came
to serve and not to be served.

We are called to holiness: called to spend time with our God during Lent. The
purpose is that we are preparing to meet our Lord and receive his promise of
etemnal life . We are asked to make a decision as to where we wish to live eternally.
if we do not care for our soul, nourish it, love it and nurture it that spirit of God
within us diminishes and we pull away from the light , and like Adam and Eve take
back our will and choose against God in our life. May this time of Lent help us to
again choose God, choose life, and choose the way to life through imitation of His
Son our Lord Jesus Christ.

Pray those prayers with us as we turmn our aftention during
these 40 days to all that was done by our God out of love for us.



The church provides special norms and guidelines to assist the faithful during their spiritual
Jfourney throughout the Great Fast. These spiritual aids are fo be considered helpful practices
for spiritual enrichment that the faithful should warmly embrace during Great Lent and Holy
Week, which precede the glorious Feast of the Resurrection of Our Lord, Pascha. May our
Lord bestow His grace and blessing upon you during this holy season as your journey through

the Great Fast

: Spiritual Requlations for the Great Fast
Although our Church traditionally prescribed abstention from meat and dalry products in days
gone by for the entire duration of the Great Fast, the following are the minimal Lenten
regulations today:

Abstinence from meat and all dairy products on the First Day of the Great Fast and on Good
Friday.

Abstinence from meat only on all Fridays of the Great Fast as well as Holy Saturday. ¥ is also
traditional to abstain from meat on Wednesdays during the Great Fast.

Everyone should receive the Holy Mysteries of Reconcifiation and Holy Eucharist during the
period from the onset of Great Fast to the Wednesday before Ascension Thursday.

The Fasting and Abstinence requiations are not binding on persons 60 or older, the very poor,
sick, nursing or pregnant women, childrert below the age of 14, and those who engage in
physically very hard labor. However, all are wrged, If able o do so, fo observe the fasting and
abstinence regulations.

All the faithful are urged to attend the Lenten. services such as the Presanctified Liturgy,
Stations of the Cross, Akafist of the Passion and the Commemoration of the Deceased

{Sorokousiy).

Such good deeds as almsgiving, visitation of the sick, Bible reading and praying for vocations
to the priesthood and refigious life are most earnestly recommended to all the Faithful, This
year, families are especially urged to pray together in the mornings and evenings.

Great Fast Liturgical Guidelines

The weekdays of the Great Fast are aliturglcal. No Divine Liturgy, even for funerals, should be
celebrated. Funeral Divine Liturgies are permitfed on the Hturgical day of Saturday. On
Wecﬁmsdaysandﬁﬁaﬂﬂfﬂmﬁma{FaﬂﬂiEUMmrnfﬁmFmsmﬂﬁﬂﬂﬁﬁsﬁmb&
celebrated.

which we have committed throughout the course of our life, and with whh:h we
hawe offended God,

All: Lord, we have sinned against You in thought, word and action. We have been
wrong and we have done wrong. Forgive us,

Priest: Let us try to remember if we harbor any Hi-feclings towards God for
anything that happened in our life,

All: Lord, help us to accept your will in our lives, to try to understand your ways,
and not to feel angry with You or blame You for anything that might happen to us
or g0 wrong for uws in our lhves.

Priest: Let us try to remember all of those people who have offended us, hurt us,
angered us; all those people against whom, for whatever reason, we bear grudges,
feel hatred, and whom we find hard to forgive.

All: From the bottom of my heart, | truly and sincerely forgive those who hate me,
wha have offended or hurt me, and against whom | ¢arry a grudge or nourlsh -
feelings.

Priest: Let us try to remember all of those people whom we ourselves have hurt or
offended, knowingly or unknowingly, in word or in deed; and all those whom we,
for whatever reason, hate and who bear grudges against us.

All: From the bottom of my heart, | truly and sincerely ask forgiveness and pardon
of all those whom | hate, whom | have offended and hurt, and whe hold a grudge
against me because of this,

Priest: My brothers and sisters, if | have sinned against you, hurt you, or offended
you In thought, word or action, knowingly or unknowingly, in any possible way,
please forgivie me, a sinner, and pray to God for me.

All: May God Himself forgive you and pardon your sins and transgressions, and we
alse forgive and pardon you. Father, bless us and forgive us our sins and offenses
and transgressions, committed voluntarily or perhaps unwittingly, against you.
Priest: May the Lord God, through His grace and loving kindness, forgive you. And
I also pardon and forgive you.

And now, let us ask forgiveness of one another by saying: Forgive me nwy
brother/sister. And let the other answer: May God forgive you, and | also forgive
yiou.



{On Cheesefare Sunday, all the clergy and faighful have been osked fo condiect the Forpiveness Service after
the homily daring tHee Divine Liturgy. While this service has been iraditionally part of Forgiveness Vespers on
Sunday eveming, by observing this rite of fuomility and love of tee Divime Litargy, more of the faithfid will
expericnce this moving service as the Chrisian commannily prepares io begin the journey through the Grees
Fast.

servives of Cheesefure Sanday,)
Forgiveness Service on Cheesefare Sunday

In the Orthodox and Eastern Catholic Church’s, the last Sunday before Grreat Lent — the day
on which, at Vespers, Lent i3 lilurgically announced and inaugurated — is called Forgiveness
Sunday. On thc moming of that Sunday, (also known as Cheesefare Sunday, at the Divine
Liturgy, we hear the words of Christ:
"If you forgive men their respasses, your heavenly Father will also forsive you, but it
you forgive nof men their trespasses, neither will your Father forgive your
frespasses... " (Mark 6:74-13)

Then afler Lenten Vespers — after hearing the announcement of Lent in the Great Prokeimen:
"Turn not away Thy face from Thy child for T am afflicted! Hear me speedily! Draw near unto
my soul and deliver it!", after making our enirance into Lenten worship, with its special
memories, with the prayer of 5t, Ephraim the Syrian, with its prostrations — we ask forgiveness
from each other, we perform the rite of forgivencss and reconciliation. And as we approach
each other with words of reconeiliation, the choir intones the Paschal hymns, filling the church
with the anticipation of Paschal joy.

What is the meanmyg of this rite? Why is it that the Church wants us to begin the Lenten season
with forgiveness and recongiliation? These questions are in order because for too many people
Lent means primarly, and almost exclusively, a chanpe of diet, the compliance with
ecclesiastical regulations concerning fasting. They understand fasting as an end in itsclf, as a
"good deed" required by God and carrving in itsell ils merit and its reward. But, the Church
spares no eflort in revealing o us that fasting is but a means, one among many, towards a
higher goal: the spiritual renewal of man, his return to God, true repentance and, therefore, true
reconciliation. The Church spares no effort in warning us against a hypocritical and pharisaic
fasting, against the reduction of religion to mere external obligations. As a Lenten hymn says:

Irt vain do you rejoice in no eating, () souf!

For you abstain from food,

Bui from passions you are not purified.

I vou persevere in sin, vou will perform a useless fast.



MNow, forgiveness stands al the very center of Chrstian [aith and of Christian life because
Chnstianity itself is, above all, the religion of forgiveness. GGod forgives us, and His
forgiveness is in Christ, His Son, Whom He sends to us, so thal by sharing in His humanity we
may share in His love and be truly reconciled with God. Indeed, Christianity has no other
comtent but love, And i is primarily the renewal of that love, a retum 10 11, & growth in i, that
we seck 1 Great Lent, in fasting and prayer, in the entire spirit and the entire effort of that
season. Thus, truly lorgiveness is both the beginning of, and the proper condition for the Lenten

Onc may ask, however: Why should [ perform this rite when [ have no "enemies"? Why should
I ask forgivencss from people who have done nothing to me. and whom I hardly know? To ask
these questions, is to misunderstand the Church teaching concerning forgiveness. It is true, that
open enmity, personal hatred, real animosity may be absent from our life, though if we
experience them, it may be easier {or us (o repent, for these feelings openly contradict Divine
commandments. But, the Church reveals to us that there are much subtler ways of offending
Divine Love. These are indifTerence, sellishness, lack of interest in other people, of any real
concemn for them -- in short, that wall which we usually erect around ourselves, thinking that
hy being "polile” and "iHendly" we fulfill God’s commandments. The nte of forgiveness is so
mmportant precisely because it makes us realize — be it only for one minute — that our entire
relationship to other men is wrong, makes us cxpencnce that encounter of onc child of God
with another, ol one person crealed by God with another, makes vs feel that rmutual
"recognition” which is so tembly lacking in our cold and dehumamzed world.

On that unique evening, listening to the joyful Paschal hymns we are called to make a spiritual
discovery: to taste of another mode of life and relationship with people, of lifc whose essence
is love. We cam discover that always and everywhere Christ, the Divine Love Himself, stands
m the midst of us, transforming our mutual alienation into brotherhood. As 1 advance towards
the other, as the other comes to me —we begin to realize that it is Christ Who brings us together
by Hiz love for both of us.

And becanse we make this discovery - and because this discovery is that of the Kingdom of
God itself: the Kinpdom of Peace and Love, of reconciliation with God and, in Him, with all
that exists — we hear the hymns of that Feast, which once a year, "opens to us the doors of
Paradisc." We know why we shall fast and pray, what we shall seek during the long Lenten
pilgrimage. Forgiveness Sunday: the day on which we acquire the power to make our fasting
— true fasting; our eflforl — e ellorl; our recongiliation with God — true reconciliation.
