In those days, when the time for Pentecost was fulfillad, they were all in one place
together. And suddenly there came from the sky a noise like a strong driving wind,
and it filled the entire house in which they were. Then there appeared to them
tongues as of fire, which parted and came to rest on each one of them. And they
were all filled with the holy Spirit and began to speak in different tongues, as the
Spinit enabled them to proclaim. Now there were devout Jews fram every nation
under heaven staying in Jerusalem.

On the last and greatest day of the feast, Jesus stood up and exclaimed, "Let
anyone who thirsts come to me and drink. Whoever believes in me, as scripture
says: ‘Rivers of living water will flow from within him.™ He =said this in reference to
the: Spirit that those who came to believe in him were to receive. There was, of
Course, no Spirit yet, because Jesus had not yet been glorified. Some in the crowd
who heard these words said, “This is truly the Prophet.” Others said, “This is the
Messiah.” But others said, “The Messiah will not come from Galilee, will he? Does
not scripture say that the Messiah will be of David's family and come from
Bethlehem, the village where David lived?" So a division occurred in the crowd
because of him. Some of them even wanted to arrest him, but no one laid hands on
him. So the guards went to the chief priests and Fharisees, who asked them, “Why
did you not bring him? The guards answered, “MNever before has anyone spoken
like this one.” So the Pharisees answered them, "Have you also been deceived?
Have any of the authorities or the Pharisees believed in him? But this crowd, which
does not know the law, is accursed.” Nicodemus, one of their members who had
come to him ealier, said o them, “Does our law condemn a person before it first
hiears him and finds out what he is doing?” They answerad and said to him, “You
are not from Galilee also, are you? Look and see that no prophet arises from
Galllee.” Again Jesus spoke to them, saying, “l am the light of the world. Whoever
follows me will not walk in darkness, but will have the light of life”

The feast of Pentecost is the birthday of the church. The descent of the Holy Spirit
upon the Apostles began their public ministry proclaiming Jesus at the Savior of the
world.

We normally would have a parish dinner to celebrate the occasion but are choosing
to celebrate this year with a covered dish meal to celebrate with our First
Communicants and as a community.

GREEN SUNDAY is another term for Pentecost in our Ukrainian Catholic
Church. We decorate our homes and church with the green branches of new
fife.

PENTECOST: celebration of the Descent of the
Holy Spirit

On Pentecost, the 50" day after Easter, God the Holy Spirit comes to abide in us
as the power and wisdom of God.

During the Divine Liturgy the priest, after the words of consecration directs the
prayer to the Father and says: * Send down your Holy Spirit upon (s and upon
these gifts, and make them the precious Body and Blood of your Son, Jesus Christ”
Every Liturgy is a Pentecost!

St Ireaneus said that man is body ,soul and Spirit. It is the Holy Spirit who animates
the body and the soul to make us living temples of God. No person can truly be
human, as God wants them to be, without the Haly Spirit.

The Christians purpose in life is to acquire the Holy Spirit, to become deffied (Like
God) to become the partakers of the divine nature, to become like God through
grace and adoption.

In the Acts of the Apostles it reads:" | will pour out my spirit on all fiesh , and your
sons and daughters will prophesy, your young men shall see visions and your old
shall dream dreams>"

In each and every Divine Liturgy the Holy Spirit continues to be poured out upon us
through prayer. After we receive our Lord in Holy Communion we sing” We have
seen the true light, we have received the Heavenly Spirit, We have found the true
faithl

PATRIARCH CARDINAL LUBOMYR HUSAR DIES AGED 85
Wednesday, 31 May 2017, 20:37

May 31, 2017, at 18:50 after a serious illness His Beatitude Lubomyr Cardinal Husar,
Patnarch Ementus of the Ukrainian Greek Catholic Church died at the age of 35.
January 26, 2001 - February 10, 2011 he served as a Major Archbishop Patrarch ol the
Ukrainian Greck Catholic Church . He was named a Cardinal of the Catholic Church by
Popc John Paul II. May his memory be eternal! VICHNAYA PAMYAT!

Quotes from His Beatitude:

God created us as free creatures. Nobody honors our freedom like God. But we don’t have
the real courage to be free. Because being free means being responsible, We talk about
freedom, indulge I freedom, wish freedom, stress our desire for freedom, but in reality we
fear it.

Corruption is a spiritual disease. It is not something financial. If people are serious
about cormuption, aclually saw it as 1t 15, and it 1s a sin. then we would not need so many
different commissions, different laws etc. Corruption would disappear by itself. The fact that
corruption is so bard and dillicult to get rid of shows that, unfortunately, the state of the soul
ol our people 1s nol 435 we would wish it to be.

The Soviet Union didn’t kill man spiritually but wounded him severely. And the healing
process takes time.

I know that many people are disappointed that Maidan didn’t bring quick

changes. Bul the question of whether we are moving at a fast or slow pace is much less
important than the question if we are moving or standing in place. Do we make a decision
each time to become betler than belore, are we ready to change?



Do your job, pursue your calling, do good, no matter who is in power and what challenges
stand in front of us,

When you show a person “I believe in you, I trust vou™ with vour deeds, and open the
good of your heart, it transforms him. When a person thinks “I don™t trust him_” she really
thinks about herself: I can’t be trusted either, I will be deceitful too, Distrust of others starts
from the distrust of oneself, from onesell™s ability to respect others. 2

All authorities must remember that their power is given by God, meaning that by
themselves they have nothing and must only respect what they have received from God.
There was Neron, there were Stalin and Hitler, there were kings and dictators who wanted to
ruin the church — they arc long gone, and the church s still here.

The authorities are afraid in freedom in hearts a lot more than food riots. Because the
hungry can be bought, and the free can only be killed.

Nativnalism is loving what’s yours and disrespecting what isn’t, and patriotism is loving
what’s yours and respecting what belongs (o others. There is a huge templation of
intolerance in nationalism, and this 1sn”1 Christian. You need to love what's yours and
respect what isn’t.

You are very strong when you wish well, when you make an effort, when vou unite, when
you try to do good together, to live honestly, to live creatively. We have something only
when we strive towards something great and pure. We will perish if we think only abouwt
fulfilling our own needs.

Unity is also a gift from Geod. But it seems to me that everyone wants to accept it on their
own conditions. Nobody wants to change, they say — let the whole world change, but don’t
mike me change.

Many people think that peace is the absence of war. But peace is more than that. Peace
is also the good relations between people, when we don’t lie to one another, don't look for
profil, don’t wish evil. We should bear peace cvery day, every day we should establish
contacls between people, seek good communication.
