“Forgive us our trespasses as we forgive those who trespass apainst us.” Thus Jesus taught His
disciples to pray and in praying to forgive, Forgiveness is a gift little understood outside of the
houschold of God. In the world an offense may be forgotten, bul is rarely forgiven, Forgiveness is
the language that God has given to us in order to elevate us beyond our tit-for-tat fullen relationships
in order that we may truly find healing and become God-like.

In our earthly relationships, it's casy to begrudpe and grow bitter, it's easy to want to write ofF those
who've offended us. Forgiveness. on the other hand, takes great courage and trust in God 1o submit
ourselves and our earthly relationships to Him.

Bilterness and grudges are like getting bit by a snake over and over again. Whatever the initial harm
that’s been done to us or another—whether real or perceived—our growing bitlerness and holding a
grudge against that person means that we continue o nurse the same ofd wound, over and over
again. We keep that wound, we keep ourselves from healing, from loving. Often, whatever the
initial offense or hurt, our dwelling on it, our cultivating enmity apainst the person, will grow the
hurt or offense into something much bigger than it originally was: it will take on a life of its oW,
and become a means through which the enemy does us further harm.

The truth is that when we're bitter, nursing a grudge, we turn someonc else’s sin into our own sin
and it eats al us like some spiritual cancer; if unchecked, it grows, in fecting our souls, and destrovs
our faith as it alters our sense of reality. We cannot be close to God, we cannol maintain and ETOW
our relationship and communion with God, while holding onto bitterness, while withholding
lorgivencss,

For this reason, God in His great love for us, desires our freedom from this spiritual cancer, desires
our healing from bitterness, prudges, enmity, and strife. So, when SL Peter asks the Lord how many
Limes we must forgive, thinking maybe seven times would be sufficient, the Lord replics, "scventy
times seven” (Matt. 18:22), symbaolic of an infinite sum.

The guestion we then have to ask ourselves is: How can we expect God to forgive us il we withhold
our forgiveness of others? That would be hypocrisy. Yet, forgiving others can often be a deep
struggle, particularly in the cases of abuse or other decp and painful wounds.

We can all cultivate being slow to speak, slow to anger, and quick to forgive. St Paul admonishes ws
1o “be kind to one another, tenderhearted, forgiving one another, even as God in Christ forgave you™

(Ephesians 4:22),

In this way, we’ll learn to combat bitterness and grudges before they start setting root and we'll
grow free of this spiritval cancer in our local body of the Church. We'll demonstrate the love and
forgiveness that’s not of this world, but which is, rather, indicative of that higher calling of heing a
citizen of the Kingdom of Heaven. In His love for us, in His desire to save us, free us, heal us,
Christ commands us to forgive as we have been forgiven. and by the power of the Holy Spirit’s
work in us and through us, He gives us the means to do so.

Epistle:

Reading of the First Epistle of St. Paul to the Corinthians.(1Cor 8,2-12)
Brethren: You are the sealof my apostieship in the Lord. My defense against those
who would pass judgment on me is this. Do we not have the right to eat and drink?
Do we not have the right to take along a Christian wife, as do the rest of

the apostles, and the brothers of the Lord, and Peter? Or is it only myself and
Barnabas who do not have the right not to work? Who ever serves as soldier at his
own expense? VWho plants a vineyard without eating its produce? Or who
shepherds a flock without using some of the milk from the flock? Am | saying this
on human authority, or does not the law also speak of these things? It is written in
the law of Moses, "You shall not muzzle an ox while it is treading out the grain.” Is
God concemed about oxen, or is he not really speaking for our sake?

It was written for our sake, because the plowman should plow in hope, and the
thresher in hope of receiving a share. If we have sown spiritual seed for you, is

it a great thing that we reap a material harvest from you? If others share this rightful
claim on you, do not we still more? Yet we have not used this right. On the contrary,
we endure everything so as not to place an obstacle to the gospel of Christ.

Gospel:(Mt 18,23-35)

The Lord told this parable: *“The kingdom of heaven may be likened to a king who
decided to settle accounts with his servants. When he began the accounting, a
debtor was brought before him who owed him a huge amount. Since he had

no way of paying it back, his master ordered him to be sold, along with his wife, his
children, and all his property, in payment of the debt. At that, the servant fell down,
did him homage, and said, ‘Be patient with me, and | will pay you back in full.’
Moved with compassion the master of that servant let him go and forgave him the
loan. When that servant had left, he found one of his fellow servants who owed him
a much smaller amount. He seized him and started to choke him, demanding, ‘Pay
back what you owe.’ Falling to his knees, his fellow servant begged him, ‘Be patient
with me, and | will pay you back.’ But he refused. Instead, he had him put in prison
until he paid back the debt. Now when his fellow servants saw what had happened,
they were deeply disturbed, and went to their master and reported the whole affair.
His master summoned him and said to him, "You wicked servant! | forgave you your
entire debt because you begged me to. Should you not have had pity on your fellow
servant, as | had pity on you?' Then in anger his master handed him over to the
torturers until he should pay back the whole debt. So will my heavenly Father do io
you, unless each of you forgives his brother from his heart.”
